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Area of concern 2: To strengthen whole-school collaboration for the development of project-based
learning for Language Across Curriculum

Achievements:

€ Collaboration is the key notion of the LAC curriculum with which students could apply and integrate content
knowledge of various subjects in different learning tasks, e.g. the collaborative projects.

€ Group work and project-based learning approach could help promote collaboration among students and thus
help encourage students to contribute at different levels according to their ability.

€ LAC curriculum has been developed successfully and students and teachers have got used to using English
for the LAC subjects. A whole school approach has been adopted in a number of ways including LAC Days
and the vocabulary logbook. But due to the impact of COVID-19, only some of the collaborative projects
among LAC subjects could be successfully developed and being implemented these 2 years.

€ Enriching the learning materials through project learning LAC has completed a better-structured and well-

planned 3-year curriculum in the junior curriculum involving six subjects, namely English, Mathematics,
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Integrated Science, Home Economics, Computer Literacy and Music.

€ Students are used to Wednesdays as LAC Day, when more English is used at school. This includes at the
school gate in the morning and English morning assemblies, but many of the lunch-time activities scheduled
could not be carried out due to the pandemic and special vacation.

€ The LAC Day morning assemblies were conducted through YouTube broadcasting due to the COVID-19
social distancing policy. It was well implemented and at times there were quality presentations conducted
by some subjects and committees.

€ Though affected by various issues, we insisted to carry on our LAC day morning assemblies and lunchtime
activities, whenever available, to provide more English learning opportunities for students.

€ The LAC logbook included vocabulary from all subjects for S1-S3 which enhanced cross-subject
collaboration and students’ exposure.

€ The school website has been made bilingual where students can be exposed to a greater variety of English
language in different genres.

€ The English display around the school campus also added to students’ exposure to English language.

€ The bilingual parents’ letters further increased the opportunity for students to read English texts and also
boosted the school’s positive image at the same time.

Reflection:

€ As the ability levels and interests of students varies quite a lot each year, teachers may consider revising the
LAC topics and materials from time to time to meet with students’ interests more.

€ Students should be encouraged to visit English websites to learn other subjects’ knowledge.

€ More outings, visits and programmes related to LAC should be arranged.

€ English teachers and other subject teachers may try to co-teach some lessons to extend students’ learning
experience in English Language.

€ More diverse and authentic English reading materials can be adopted for LAC reading curriculum.

€ LAC subjects can design more interactive and interesting tasks to promote collaborative projects and public
display.

€ More speaking elements should be included in the activities on LAC Days.

€ LAC vocabulary logbook should be used more in all subjects.

€ New topics for LAC projects need to be worked out.

€ As English teachers, it is one of our responsibilities to take part in the lunchtime activities on LAC Days
and invite our students to get involved in different learning activities. It is expected that English teachers
can also assist different teachers from other subjects and committees to conduct the English morning
assemblies and lunchtime activities respectively.

€ To arouse more interest and make more effective use of our resources, it would be a good alternative to
organise some activities in a smaller scale on LAC days, but have a ‘thematic’ day with more attractive
gimmicks run by different subjects and/or committees monthly.

€ [t is always good for the students to talk to native English speakers in learning English. It is suggested that
more native English speakers can be invited to meet students when organising different activities.

€ Teachers can bring their students to ELSAC so that they will know better about the use of the room.

€ More mini activities can be held in ELSAC.

€ Owing to the impact of COVID-19, the Inter-school School Drama Festival has been cancelled these 2 years.
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
