Concerns over e-Cigarettes and “Space Qil Drug” Abuse among Teenagers

Dear Parents

Our school has always prioritized creating a healthy campus environment and fostering the well-being of our
students. According to government statistics, "Space Qil Drug", a type of drug, has been reported as the
third most commonly used drug among individuals under the age of 21 since the first half of 2024. The
government has also classified etomidate, a key component of Space Oil Drug, as an illegal drug effective
February 14, 2025. Given the severity of this issue, coupled with the rising trend of e-cigarette use among
teenagers, we are writing to seek your cooperation in safeguarding the physical and mental health of our
students.

We kindly ask parents to pay close attention to your child's emotional changes, daily routines, and social
circles, and encourage them to share their school life with you. Please take the opportunity to discuss the
dangers of drugs and e-cigarettes with your child, emphasizing the value of a healthy lifestyle. If you find
your child in possession of items of unknown origin, such as e-cigarette devices, please remain vigilant and
contact the school immediately.

To ensure the safety of all students and maintain a healthy learning environment, our school will enhance
educational efforts through seminars, display boards, posters, and health promotion programmes. These
initiatives aim to deepen students' understanding of the harms of drugs and e-cigarettes. Please be informed
that if the Discipline Committee identifies suspicious items or receives specific reports, teachers, with the
school's approval, will check students' backpacks, desks, lockers, and personal belongings, and if e-cigarette
is found, the school will seek help from the police, to prevent prohibited items from entering the campus.
