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Eng Lang (Paper I)

It consists of 3 reading passages. Complete 30 questions with reference to the reading passages.
There are a wide variety of question types, such as multiple-choice questions, short questions, filling in a chart and a table, fill-in-the-blank questions,
summary cloze questions and contextual vocabulary questions.

Eng Lang (Paper II)

It consists of a short task (150 words) and an extended task (200 words).Relevancy and adequacy of content for purpose; Accuracy and appropriacy of
language patterns, vocabulary, spelling and punctuation; Planning and organization; Appropriacy of tone, style and register
Part A: Writing a reflection. Part B: Writing a speech, a letter to the principal and a letter to the editor.

Eng Lang (Paper IlI)

It consists of 6 tasks.

Part A: Listen for information based on the topic "drug abuse" to complete three note sheets;

Part B: Listen for specific information to complete an information sheet, an annoucement, and a summary report; Interpret and locate relevant information
from the Data File

Eng Lang (Paper IV)

Group interaction (6 minutes); Individual response (1 minute)
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
