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® Area of concern 2: To promote whole-school collaboration to construct an English

learning environment.

Achievement

LAC Day morning assemblies and lunchtime activities are a great help to promote English
learning atmosphere around the school. With the help of the whole-school approach,
different subjects and committees conduct related learning activities using English to
arouse students’ interests and awareness of English usage in their daily life.

The LAC Day morning assemblies were generally good and well-presented. Many of the
LAC Day lunchtime activities were well-received as there were plenty of hands-on
interactive activities, such as putting on costumes from different minor ethnic groups,
pledge of the year, S1 orientation hunt, and so on.

Movie Mondays and Reading Tuesdays provide students more opportunities to learn
English outside the classroom. It also facilitates the introduction of SBA in senior forms.
Teachers of other subjects use the English language to teach more effectively and help
students learn more about relevant subject contents effectively.

The English Society noticeboard and the English Week posters were in high-quality.
Thought and effort had been put into them, including which days each English Week
lunchtime activity poster would be put up, to maximise impact.

Some lessons of some subjects were conducted in English, namely Mathematics, Science,
Computer Literacy, Home Economics and Music. Students had more exposure to English
in different contexts and could use English as a tool to complete the project learning.

The fourth session of the Reading Morning Session every month had been assigned as an
English reading one that students were asked to read in English only. Moreover, we also
promoted the idea of eLearning that we invited class teachers to read English books
together with the whole class online once per month.

Display boards and all parent circulars are made bilingual to maximise students’ exposure
to English in their daily life.

All subject panels and functional groups were able to contribute their efforts on helping
students to enhance the exposure of thematic vocabulary based on different subject matters
as well as speaking skills to deal with everyday use.

Reflection

It has been useful for English teachers to develop students’ habits on learning vocabulary
items, for example, making a vocabulary log book. Other subject teachers then asked
students to keep a vocabulary log for words they learned in other subjects. It has also been
a good idea to ask students to make sentences based on the vocabulary they learned
regularly, as this could help students to expand their sentences in writing and build up their
vocabulary bank.

Some non-English departments put up English posters for their LAC Day lunchtime
activities and school events. Posters for lunchtime activities could help add to the authentic
English environment at school and boost participation rate at the same time.

Different departments used various movable notice boards for their LAC Day lunchtime
activities. A more permanent mobile English noticeboard could be set up in the Covered
Playground to advertise upcoming activities and for the use of the English Society.
However, most of the students are reluctant to take part in English learning activities
themselves, strong encouragement from teachers was needed.




Some of the lunchtime activities did not consist of enough elements of English speaking or
other skills, which might affect the number of participants and feedback.

We may need more interactive activities: Organize games, debates, and role-playing
scenarios that make learning more engaging and fun.

Peer collaboration can be promoted. Like, foster group projects that encourage teamwork
and allow students to learn from each other.

It is hoped that the LAC Day lunchtime learning activities can cover more elements of]
English usage to help promote English skills in a more relaxing and fun approach.

The goal is to expand the LAC Day lunchtime activities to include a wider variety of
English usage elements, making the learning experience more enjoyable and stress-free
while enhancing English skills.

We may assign different classes to specific English activities so as to ensure students know
they can learn English in some relaxing ways and teachers’ efforts are not wasted.
Encourage more students to take part in the LAC activities, including but not limited to:
being the MCs of the morning assemblies, giving presentations about various sharing
topics, organising the lunchtime activities and even co-planning English functions to
promote English learning around the campus.

More professional and practical support should be given to non-English teachers to help
them plan and implement LAC related curriculum.

As English teachers, it is one of our responsibilities to take part in the lunchtime activities
on LAC Days and invite our students to get involved in different learning activities. It is
expected that English teachers can also assist different teachers from other subjects and
committees to conduct the English morning assemblies and lunchtime activities
respectively.

English teachers and other subject teachers may try to co-teach some lessons to promote
the motivation and atmosphere of English learning.
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English Language: In junior forms, some students participated in the 76th Hong Kong
Schools Speech Festival (2024) (English Speech). Teachers helped train and prepare the
students for the Speech Festival. While some students show interest in participating in
LAC Day and English-themed activities during lunchtime like Movie Monday and
Reading Tuesday, many remain hesitant to speak English. This reluctance indicates a
fundamental lack of confidence in their language skills. Although students engage in
activities, they need greater motivation and targeted support or awards for improving
their English proficiency and vocabulary. For senior form students, 2 students in S4
participated in 2024 Guangdong, Hong Kong and Macau students Chinese & English
Calligraphy competition organized by International Life Creative Culture. Fok Kin Yin,
Wincy from 4B is the Champion and Feng Kin Yan, Grania from 4B received a gold
award. Fewer students took part in the speech festival this year as they are not confident
enough to present in English in front of the crowd. Many students have strong accents
and find it difficult to deliver fluently and accurately.
